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Introduction of specialized training colleges
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The aim of specialized training colleges is to learn highly specialized skills and knowledge and acquire abilities
necessary for employment. For this reason, most of the classes include practical training, and it is focused on
technical education directly related to jobs. This is the difference from universities and junior colleges where
students develop academic study skills and acquire a wide range of culture. Specialized training colleges are also
educational institutions that supports your specific dreams and goals of how you want to work and what abilities
you want to utilize after graduation.
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(Status of specialized training colleges)

Specialized training colleges are educational institutions that foster specialists in a wide range of fields by providing practical vocational
education and specialized technical education. They are established with the approval of the governor of prefectures in Japan. The

courses are classified into upper secondary course, postsecondary course, and general course. Specialized training colleges which offer
postsecondary course are called professional training colleges.
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At specialized training college, you can often apply what you learned directly to your work. Deciding on the job you
want to take in the future and your goals will motivate you to learn even more.
